State lands subject to this easement shall remain subject to sale or lease; such sale or lease shall not serve to revoke this easement.

The Grantee shall comply with all laws, regulations and municipal ordinances affecting said Easement Area or the Property in which it is situated and keep and maintain the Easement Area in a neat and orderly condition and remove all refuse and debris that may accumulate thereon.
